It is at the intersection between the CARDO and the DECUMANO, among the calle Prim and the calle Martin Lépez. Plaza San Fernando is the highest and the most central
point of the run that goes from Puerta de Sevilla to Puerta de Cordoba, where anciently was the FORO Romano. It represents the ideal SPACE of Carmona for a place of
meeting for the citizens, young people and old men, to play or to rest.Together with the buildings, there are lots of GREEN elements to convey a property value to the PLAZA.
